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 Blade 450 main blades grips

The function of the blade grips is pretty straight forward. Hold the blades on the head, and allow them to pivot
according to the swash plate. It's made of either plastic or aluminum. I don't recommend the aluminum one as it
transfers too much force to the head in a crash thus resulting in costly repairs.

Here's both versions:
